Your Excellency,
I am deeply concerned about the arbitrary detention of Ayman Bani Owda (also known as Ayman Ghrayeb), a Palestinian human rights defender and social worker from Tammoun in the occupied West Bank, who has been held without charge or trial since 17 November 2025.
Bani Owda was detained by Israeli forces while documenting the threat of forcible transfer facing a Palestinian community in the Jordan Valley. For two days he was held incommunicado, and his family and lawyer received no confirmation of his whereabouts. He was subsequently subjected to physical assault while in military custody and interrogated on vague allegations of "incitement against the State of Israel." On 14 December 2025, a military court confirmed a six-month administrative detention order against him, a form of detention without charges or trial that can be renewed indefinitely. As a Palestinian detainee, he is denied family visits.
I urge you to immediately and unconditionally release Ayman Bani Owda so that he can return to his family and community. Pending his release, please ensure he is treated humanely and protected from all forms of torture and ill-treatment.
